Explanation

The rates for electricity will increase mainly due to an increase in fuel expenses for producing electricity as higher quality

(yet more expensive) fuel is being used for production which should have a positive effect on the reliability of the

production units and an increase in the correction factor of electricity regarding the month of July due to changes in the

production mix in relation to the forecasts. The increase in the water rates results from the aforementioned higher

electricity rates.
